1. Paul contrasts “the wisdom of this age or the rulers of this age” with “God’s secret wisdom” (vv.6-7). Where have you seen the “wisdom of this age” displayed recently? 




2. When Paul speaks “a message of wisdom among the mature” at Corinth, what are some ways that he describes this wisdom (vv.6-10)?




3. According to these verses, What role does the Holy Spirit have in making a Christian wise?  




4. In verse 9, Paul paraphrases Isaiah 64:4. What thoughts and emotions do these words stir in you? Why?




5. Survey the rest of this passage by titling each of the following segments with a word or phrase about the Holy Spirit?

6. Focus again on verses 10-16. This text divides people into two categories: those who operate under the spirit of the world and those who live under the Spirit of God. From these verses, what’s true about life under the spirit of the world?

7. What risks do you see in living life apart from God’s Spirit?



What would you want to say, if you could, to a person you know who seems to be taking the risk of living apart from God’s Spirit?




8. Scan 1 Corinthians 2:10-16 again. What do you find here to be thankful for in your own experience?




9. As you consider your own life under the Spirit of God, what links does God’s Spirit create between you and the Word of God?




10. Paul ends this section of his letter with a  quote from Isaiah 40:13 where the Old Testament prophet asks, almost without hope, “For who has known the mind of the Lord / that he may instruct him”? Then Paul adds his own astounding statement: “But we have the mind of Christ” (v.16). What is your emotional and spiritual response to this announcement?



How might it influence your actions?




Consider an area of responsibility in your own leadership where you are most in need of the mind of Christ. Prayerfully draw together all that you know of Christ’s being and teachings and meditate on these. Then ask for his mind to infiltrate your own as you meet this challenge.

Now or Later
This then is the apostolic claim: the same Holy Spirit of God, who searches the depths of God and knows the thoughts of God, and who revealed his findings to the apostles, went on to communicate them to others through the apostles in words that he gave them. He spoke his words through their words, so that their words were simultaneously his. This is the double authorship of Scripture and the meaning of inspiration.
